The Mercy of Durga Devi 
SYNOPSIS (1 minute) 
This story tells about the mercy of Durga Devi to Devaki’s son upon the atrocities of King Kamsa who  is repeatedly killing many children because of believing the eight child of Devaki would kill him. 
According to the prophecy, the eighth child of Devakī would kill Kaṁsa, and therefore when Kaṁsa saw that the eighth child was a female and heard that his so-called enemy had taken birth elsewhere, he was struck with wonder. He decided to release Devakī and Vasudeva, and he admitted before them the wrongness of his atrocities. After the night passed, however, Kaṁsa called for his ministers and informed them of all that had happened. The ministers, who were all demons, advised Kaṁsa that because his enemy had already taken birth somewhere else, all the children born within the past ten days in the villages within Kaṁsa’s kingdom should be killed. 

PART I

Scene 1. Masuknya 2 perempuan dan laki di komplek (prostitusi) (2 minutes) dan kemudian disusul Durga Devi (serem)
Narator: Here is the life of people who have no cleanliness in their lives. Having illicit sex in the house of prostitution. They think that having such illicit sex is the real pleasure in their life. However, the real pleasure is only from bhakti to God.
Girl 1 : Look at me, I am so beautiful right?

Girl 2 : Nope.  I am the most beautiful girl here.

Girl 1 : What?  You aren't the most beautiful here but I am the most beautiful one.
Girl 1 : what did you say? Hey, look at the mirror!

(Fighting choreo)

Man : Hey beautiful women, anyone can have fun with me?

Girl 1: Hey man, you look so cool. Mmm,  Can I serve you?
Girl 2: No! Look at me please. She isn't beautiful but I am the most beautiful woman in the world. 

Girl 1: Don't listen to her! You are mine!

Girl 2 : No! He is mine!
Durga Devi : Hi fallen souls, I am Durga Dev. The controller of this material world. You will never understand the reaction of illicit sex until you surrender to God. 

Scene 2. Masuknya beberapa lelaki dan wanita di tempat perjudian  (2 minutes)
Narator: Here is the life of people who have no truthfullness in their lives. Doing gambling in the gambling house. They think that gambling is the real pleasure in their life. However, the real pleasure is only from bhakti to God.

A: Do you want to bet with me? if he wins this game, i will give everything for you

B : Okey deal, I'm sure he will win this game

C : Of course I will win this game (boasting)

B : See, he won this game, keep what you said earlier

C : I already said no one can beat me, the king of gambling ha..ha...ha...

A : okay you win.
Durga Devi : Hi fallen souls, you will never understand the consequences of being dishonest until you surrender to God.
Scene 3. Masuknya beberapa lelaki dan wanita di tempat pemotongan daging 

(2 minutes)
Narator: Here is the life of people who have no mercy in their lives. Eating a lot of meat, killing animals in the slaughterhouse. They think that slaughtering animal and eating meat are the real pleasure in their life. However, the real pleasure is only from bhakti to God.

Man 1 : "Wow, is this real? How come this pork is so good?"

Man 2  : "I think I will eat pork every day, it's very delicious"

Man 1 : "I prefer beef, I can't live without eating meat"

Man 2 : "It's better if the meat is grilled"

Man 1  : "I don't care if the meat is grilled or boiled, I just want to eat meat"

Man 2 : "I will give you various kinds of meat for you to eat"
Durga Devi : Hi fallen souls, how will you leave in peace if you have no mercy to animals.   

Scene 4. Masuknya beberapa lelaki dan wanita di night club (2 minutes)
Narator: Here is the life of people who have no austerity in their lives. Drinking a lot of liquor, being drunk in the night club. They think that being drunk is the real pleasure in their life. However, the real pleasure is only from bhakti to God.

Man: Oh, I'm really confused, the problem keeps coming, what's the good solution? Shall we drink?

Woman: hmmm that's fine, but only two of us?

Man: Try call your friends, I think having more is more exciting

Woman: okay okay, you wait a moment. Okay. 
*the woman walks to the back calling a friend”

Woman: Friends . Come here! Come together. Let's have a party

Man: Come join us all, We are getting drunk today.
*the friends came while improvising and then gathered in the middle

Woman: Cool, let's drink and dance, cheers!
*all improve dancers (choreo) 
Durga Devi : Hi fallen souls, you will never understand the austerities until you surrender to God. 

Durga Devi : Hi fallen souls, you will never understand the significance of Mercy, Cleanliness, Austerity, and honesty, until you surrender to God. 
PART II
Scene 1: - susasana penjara ( dialog dewaki dan bhasudev, koreo ) (9 minutes)
Narator: The life in the age of kali. The principle of dharma is often neglected. One day in the prison in King Kamsa’s Kingdom, the mark of the passing of the Dvapara age and beginning of the Kali yuga is happened. 
In the prison house, Vasudeva and Devaki are having a conversation and being scared, because hearing of the homicide that will be done by King Kamsa to their son, Krsna. 

Devaki

: “Oh my husband, our dearest son has born. What should we do?” 

Vasudeva
: “My dearest wife, please calm down your mind first.”

Devaki
: “My darling. I think I can’t. Our beloved son soon will be killed by King Kamsa”

Vasudeva
: “We will take our son to Gokula. In Yasoda’s home. Please fear nothing, My love.”

Before the awakening of the watchmen and the others in the prison house, many other things happened. Kṛṣṇa was born and transferred to the home of Yaśodā in Gokula, the strong doors opened and closed again, and Vasudeva resumed his former condition of being shackled. The watchmen, however, could not understand all this. They awakened only when they heard the crying of the newborn child, Yogamāyā.

King Kamsa
: “Hey Devaki, Hey Vasudeva”

Vasudeva
: “Yes, my brother.”

Devaki

: Yes, my brother.

King kamsa
: “I am anxious. Really anxious.” 

Devaki

: “Why do you feel so, my brother. Please don’t do that.”

King Kamsa
: “How can? Your son is going to kill me soon!!! Therefore, I should kill him”

Devaki
: “Oh you are wrong, my king. It’s a girl”. We don’t have a son. Please spare herself”

Kaṁsa was very anxiously waiting because of the prophecy that the eighth child of Devakī would kill him. This time, naturally, he was awake and waiting, and when the watchmen approached him, he immediately took action to kill the child.

King Kamsa
: “Here is Kāla, the supreme time factor, who has taken birth to kill me!”

Devaki
: “My dear brother, all good fortune unto you. Don’t kill this girl. She will be your daughter-in-law. Indeed, it is unworthy of you to kill a woman. Don’t be so atrocious as to kill a female child. Let there be all good fortune for you.”

Demons can do anything for their personal benefit, not considering what is pious or vicious. But Devakī, on the contrary, although safe because she had already given birth to her own son, Kṛṣṇa, was anxious to save the daughter of someone else. This was natural for her.

Devaki
: “My dear brother, by the influence of destiny you have already killed many babies, each of them as bright and beautiful as fire. But kindly spare this daughter. Give her to me as your gift.”

Devakī begged Kaṁsa for the child, but he was so cruel that he chastised her and forcibly snatched the child from her hands. Although Devakī was crying like a very poor woman, actually she was not poor. She had already given birth to Kṛṣṇa. Therefore, who could have been richer than her? Even the demigods had come to offer prayers to Devakī, but she played the part of a poor, piteously afflicted woman because she wanted to save the daughter of Yaśodā. 

Having uprooted all relationships with his sister because of intense selfishness, Kaṁsa, who was sitting on his knees, grasped the newborn child by the legs and tried to dash her against the surface of a stone. 

King Kamsa
: “I will never believe you! I shall kill the child now!!! HYAAAAA!”

Vasudeva & Devaki
: “Noooooooooo!!!!”

But, since she was Yogamāyā, the younger sister of Lord Viṣṇu, she slipped upward and assumed the form of the goddess Durgā. The goddess Durgā was decorated with flower garlands, smeared with sandalwood pulp and dressed with excellent garments and ornaments made of valuable jewels. Holding in her hands a bow, a trident, arrows, a shield, a sword, a conchshell, a disc and a club, and being praised by celestial beings like Apsarās, Kinnaras, Uragas, Siddhas, Cāraṇas and Gandharvas, who worshiped her with all kinds of presentations. 

Durga Devi: “O Kaṁsa, you fool, what will be the use of killing me? The Supreme Personality of Godhead, who has been your enemy from the very beginning and who will certainly kill you, has already taken His birth somewhere else. Therefore, do not unnecessarily kill other children. And now, Kamsa, you must ask forgiveness to Devaki and Vasudeva, and stop feeding your greed!”

After hearing the words of the goddess Durgā, Kaṁsa was struck with wonder. Thus he approached his sister Devakī and brother-in-law Vasudeva, released them immediately from their shackles, and very humbly spoke to them.

King Kamsa
: “Alas, my sister! Alas, my brother-in-law! I am indeed so sinful that exactly like a Rākṣasa who eats his own child, I have killed so many sons born of you.”

Although Kaṁsa is described as a demon, he had good knowledge of the affairs of ātma-tattva, the truth of the self. Kaṁsa addressed his sister and brother-in-law as mahā-bhāgau because although he killed their ordinary children, the goddess Durgā took birth from them. Because Devakī bore Durgādevī in her womb, Kaṁsa praised both Devakī and her husband. Asuras are very devoted to the goddess Durgā, Kālī and so forth. Kaṁsa, therefore, truly astonished, appreciated the exalted position of his sister and brother-in-law. 

King Kamsa: “My dear sister Devakī, all good fortune unto you. Everyone suffers and enjoys the results of his own work under the control of providence. Therefore, although your sons have unfortunately been killed by me, please do not lament for them.”

Kaṁsa fell at the feet of Vasudeva and Devakī, his eyes full of tears of regret. Although Kaṁsa had spoken very nicely on the subject of real knowledge, his past deeds were abominable and atrocious, and therefore he further begged forgiveness from his sister and brother-in-law by falling at their feet and admitting that he was a most sinful person.

King Kamsa
:  “My dear sister and brother-in-law, please be merciful to such a poor-hearted person as me, since both of you are saintly persons. Please excuse my atrocities.” 

Fully believing in the words of the goddess Durgā, Kaṁsa exhibited his familial affection for Devakī and Vasudeva by immediately releasing them from their iron shackles.

Devakī and Vasudeva, both highly elevated personalities, accepted the truth presented by Kaṁsa that everything is ordained by providence. According to the prophecy, Kaṁsa would be killed by the eighth child of Devakī. Therefore, Vasudeva and Devakī saw that behind all these incidents was a great plan devised by the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Because the Lord had already taken birth, just like a human child, and was in the safe custody of Yaśodā, everything was happening according to plan, and there was no need to continue their ill feeling toward Kaṁsa. Thus they accepted Kaṁsa’s words.

Vasudeva
: “O great personality Kaṁsa, only by the influence of ignorance does one accept the material body and bodily ego. Alright, with my respect to you, I will accept your kindness and apology. 

Persons with the vision of differentiation are imbued with the material qualities lamentation, jubilation, fear, envy, greed, illusion and madness. They are influenced by the immediate cause, which they are busy counteracting, because they have no knowledge of the remote, supreme cause, the Personality of Godhead. 
PART III  2 minutes 
Porstitusi, gambling, café, slaughter house (4 kelompok pertama) masuk bersama durga serem (di kiri stage). CHOREO 
Kemudian kamsa (2 dayang), Devaki, Vasudeva bersama Durga cantik (kanan stage)

Durga Dev: Every soul in this world, the world we live is a material world which is formed by the three mood of nature, satvam, rajas, and thamas. As a human being, our duty is titiksavah karunikah. To be tolerate and merciful to every living being. Like you kamsa! As the king of this kingdom, you must practise Veda, you must do yadnya, and you must give charity to all of your people. This is the way to have the mercy of God.

Narasi: This is the life of this material world which is formed by duality: day-night, good-bad, male-female-virtuous-evil, pious-impious, happiness-unhappiness. When people enjoy something, they will suffer for something else. The only way to escape from the misery of life is by surrendering to the lotus feet of God.
